New OHS Safety Program
Background Check Program to Begin

The Ohio Historical Society (OHS) strives to OHS volunteer and employee programs

achieve and maintain a safe environment
for its employees, volunteers and guests.
Background checks serve as an important
part of the selection process and assists
OHS in obtaining additional applicant-
related information helping to ensure the
protection of staff, property and
organizational information. For these
reasons, OHS may require statewide
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applicants, existing employees and
volunteers.

At the society, background checks are
conducted on applicants who apply for and
employees who serve in sensitive positions.
These include positions involving security
and financial responsibilities as well as
those positions working with vulnerable
populations. Vulnerable populations
include, but are not limited to, youth, elderly
and the handicapped.

If your volunteer position includes security
or financial responsibilities and/or you have
contact with a vulnerable population, you
may be required to have a background
check.

The society’s Human Resources
Department (HR) has acquired the
necessary equipment to complete
statewide background checks at the Ohio
Historical Center (OHC) in Columbus,
helping to expedite the background check
process.

The society also will also offer its statewide
criminal background check services to local
organizations. This service will provide HR
with a small revenue stream to support

and activities.

Volunteers whose background checks are
conducted at the OHC will incur no upfront
costs. Volunteers in the site system will be
instructed to have their criminal background
check completed at their local sheriff's
office and will be reimbursed for any
associated costs. If convenient, individuals
in the site system may also complete their
background check at OHC.

Volunteers may count the travel time and
time for the background check towards
hours contributed to OHS. However, the
volunteer program cannot reimburse travel
costs.

If you are required to complete a criminal
background check, please have the check
completed by October 31, 2008 . All results
are to be sent to the OHC Volunteer
Program at 1982 Velma Avenue,
Columbus, Ohio 43211.

If you would like to have your background
check at OHC, call 614.297.2392 and
schedule a time. You may also contact
Mary at this same number if you have any
guestions.

Please discuss the background check
program with your supervisor or call the
Volunteer Office at 614.297.2392 to
determine if a background check is
necessary for your OHS volunteer position.

The Earthworks of Southern Ohio: Ancient Monuments of the
Eastern Woodlands is a driving tour that focuses on three of the
most sophisticated and talented mound-building cultures in Ohio —
the Adena, the Hopewell and the Fort Ancient. It features 10
sites, including Serpent Mound and Seip Mound, that are consid-
ered by experts to be among the most significant Native American
earthworks in the United States.

The tour is a collaborative project between the Ohio Historical So-
ciety and Ohio Valley Regional Development Commission. Addi-
tional partners include Adams County Travel & Visitors Bureau,
Highland County Convention & Visitors Bureau, Mills James Pro-
ductions, National Park Service, Ohio Department of Develop-
ment-Governor’s Office of Appalachia, Pike County Convention &
Visitors Bureau, Portsmouth Area Convention & Visitors Bureau
and Ross-Chillicothe Convention & Visitors Bureau.
