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 Approximately 60 OHS volunteers and 
staff attended the Volunteer appreciation 
Brunch on Saturday, April 19 at the 
Historical Center in Columbus.  Lead 
volunteer coordinator, Mary Cannon, 
discussed accomplishments of the 
volunteer program in 2007.  One thousand 
and nine volunteers and 15 community 
groups contributed 57,944.75 hours to 
OHS.  A check was presented to OHS 
Executive Director Bill Laidlaw in the 
amount of $1,130,502.00 for the value of 
the volunteers’ time.   
 
The high number of volunteers receiving 
memberships from their contributions in 
2007 was also celebrated.  Just over 400 
volunteers contributed enough hours to be 
eligible for a free membership.  The 
Golden Hangar Award, named for the 
ability to “hang on” to volunteers, was 
presented to The Statehouse Education and 
Visitors Center.  The award is to recognize 
the OHS site with the largest percentage of 
volunteers to achieve a free membership 

from their hourly contribution in a given 
year. 
 
Lanna Blue and Betty Menear were 
recognized as recipients of the prestigious 
President’s Volunteer Service Award.  The 
award was developed in response to 
President George W. Bush’s call to service 
for every American to contribute 4,000 
hours or two years of their lives.  The 
award is to commend those who inspire 
others to serve. Betty has been an OHS 
volunteer since 1976 and Lanna became 
involved in 2006.   
 
Bill Laidlaw provided an update and 
answered questions as to the financial 
status of OHS.  More information can be 
found in the inserted letter.

According to the Corporation for National and Commu-
nity Service, the “College Students Helping America” re-
port released by the federal Corporation for National and 
Community Service found that college student volunteer-
ing increased by 20 percent between 2002 and 2005, more 
than doubling the growth in the adult volunteering rate. It 
found that 3.3 million college students volunteered in 
2005 — nearly 600,000 more students than three years 
ago — building strong momentum toward a national goal 
of five million college student volunteers by 2010. “One 

bright spot coming out of the 9/11 tragedy is a surge of 
interest by college students in serving their community," 
said Steve Goldsmith, the Chairman of the Board of the 
Corporation. “This rise in college student volunteering 
and the growing campus support for service are hopeful 
signs for the future of civic involvement in America.” 
 
This marks a wonderful opportunity for OHS volunteers 
to share their expertise and knowledge with a new genera-
tion of Ohio Historical Society supporters.
