How to Complete the Ohio Historic 
Inventory features generously illustrated chapters on identifying Ohio architectural styles and Ohio building 
types.  A visual glossary helps readers learn common architectural and structural terms. In addition, the book 
contains information on preserving historic properties by recording information about them, and specific 
instructions for recording local properties on Ohio Historic Inventory forms.  Also included are sample inventory 
forms, a detailed bibliography, and an index. 
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
