The ectangular systeun of survey, adopted by this ordi-
nancee, tow exteds trom the Atlantie to the Pacific Oceans,
and from the northern o the southern boundaries of the
Union, exeept in the six New Hneland States, New \"m.k,
New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Delaware, Marvlaud, Virginia.
North Caroling, South Caroling, Georgia, Tennessee, Ken-
tucky amd Texas, the United States not heing the owner of
Tassls in any of these political divisions,  For nearly o cen-
wiry this svstem has commended jtselfl o the people, not
only for its acenracy in designating the location aud lines
of the various tracls ol land embraced
aeneral convenicnee. .

Umider this svsteny, initial or starting points are desig-
nated, where cortain Base Lines, so termed, runoing Fast
and West on o parallel of Jatitude, are crossed by other
lines, called Meridian Tines, ruuning Norlly and South of
s Bise lines,  ‘I'hese Base Lines amd Meridian [ines arc
extendul at pleasure, or as fr as may be deemed neeessary
or convenient. ‘here are at present permanently estab-
Tished twenty principal Base Lines, and twenty-live prinei-
pal Meridians, voverning the surveys in the severnl States
aml Territorivs.  In California there are three different
initinl points, necessitated by abrupt mountain ranges
running throngh the State.

Piese Base Lines i Meridian Lines being duly estah-
lished, the Territory is divided into Townships of six miles
Square, containing 23,040 aers, and these are numbered in
the following manney :

The lnes of public surveys over level ground are meas-
nred with a four-pole chain 66 feet ju length, 8o chains
constituting a lineal mile ; but with a two-pole chain where
the features of the country are hroken and hilly.  T'he
lines thus chained are marked through timber land by chops
or “ blazes ' on line trees on each side, and, in the absence
of such trees, those stauding nearest the survey, on hoth
sides,_ are blized diagonally toward the line run,  Trees
standing at the preeise spot where legal corners are vequired
are made available, I no such trees are there, the corners
are perpetuated by posts or stones, with inseriptions, and
the positions of the same are indicated by witness Lrecs or
monuds, the regular brarings and distances from the eorner
heing ascertained and described in the field notes, The
lines intersecting navigable streamns require the establish-
ment of meander corner posts, the courses and distances on
meandered navigable streams governing the ealeulations
from which the true contents of fractionn! lots are com-
puted and expressed on township plats.

he Covernmental surveys do not usnally subdivide sec-
tions ; but this is done hy County surveyors, under the law
of their respective States.  Sales are made by the Govern-
ment, as the purchaser niay desire, of sections, quarter
seetions, hall-quarter sections, or quarter-quarter sections,
the latter subdivision to contain 4o acres.

“Phe publie surveys are condncted nnder the direction of
the principal Clerk of Surveys, controlled by the Commis-
sioner of the Cieneral Tand Office, and under the immediante
superintendence of fifteen Surveyors-Cieneral, in their re-
speetive distriets, into whicly the public lands are divided.
These Surveyors-Ceneral enter into contracts with profes-
sional surveyors, whom they commission as their deputies,
deseribing the particular field work to be executed, the
Ge within which it is to be completed, and the compen-
sation per lineal mile for the work to be doue, The report
of the deputy is made under oath to the Surveyor-(ieneral,
who verifies its correctuess, files it in his office, and trans-
niits a copy to the General Land Office.

Disposal of Public Lands—The minimum price fixed
by the ordinance of the Congress of the Coufederation, in
1785, was one dollar per acre, Tu 1792 the price was ad-

-anced to two dollars per acre, and the lands were sold to
the settlers upon credit. By act of April 24, 1820, it was
again reduced to one dollar and tweuty-five cents per acre,
at which it remains to the present time, The exceptions
are cerlain mineral lands, and certain tracts designated as
Raitroad Lands, being lands adjoining Railroad Land
serants, and which are advanced to the double minimum
price, or two dollars and fifty cents per acre,

Pre-emption.—By act of March 3, 1807, it was made
wnlawful {or any person to lake possession of, make settle-
ments upon, or survey any portion of the public lands,
until duly anthorized by law ;. offenders being subjected to
foreible djection and loss of all their improvements, Set-
tlers npou public lands, prior to the passage of the act,
were, liowever, permitted, on application made prior to
January 1, 1808, to remain as tenants-at-will upon tracts
Lot exceeding 320 acres, on such terms and conditions as
should prevent waste or damage to the land, and secure its
peaceable surrender at the demand of the Government, or
to any purchaser under the law ; all such applicants being
required to sign o declaration repudiating all claim to the
occupancy of the premises, except the indulgence of the
Government,  Inasmuch as such tenants-at-will might be-
come purchasers when the lands were offcred for sale, this
privilege may be regarded as the germ of the pre-emption
privilege subsequently granted, .

This policy of ejection of trespassers was found to be
impracticable,  ‘The great western movement of our people
had already connuenced, and the facilities for evading the
caccution of the law prosented resistless temptations to
mnlawful settlenient.  The number of trespassers soon
heeame formidable, requiring a powerful and expensive
offort for their ejection, Instead of rigorously enforeing
the provisions of the act of 1807, Congress avoided the
difficulty. By acts of May 29, 1830, January 23, 1832,
July 14, 1832, Juue 1o, 1834, July 2, 1836, Junc 22, 838,
and June 1, 1840, provisions were made for healing an -
mense number of breaches of the law, by granting pre-
emption to settlers, regardless of restrictions. The neces-
sities wiiich called forth these retrospective stitutes becnme
<o numerons and pressing as lo raise the question of the
soundness of the restrictive policy. .

_By act of September 4, 1841, this policy was finally re-
pudiated, and settlement prior to purchase was no longer
regzarded as a trespass. By this statute, and the snbsequent
act of March 3, 1843, pre-cmption was engrafted upon the
public land system as a permanent feature ; yet restricted
to surveyed lands..

Any person seeking the benelits of pre-emption, tnder |f
the laws now in foree, must be the hewd of a0 fwomily, a
widow, or a single man over Lwenty-one vears of g
citizen of the United States, or must have filed a0 declara-
tion of intention to become sueh, aud not the vwner of 320
acres of land within the United States, and must be @ qeer
son who Tas ot quit or abandoned lis or her Tand in the
same State or Tersitory, to reside upon the publie lands, 31
Actual settlement upon the tract elaimed, for the exclusive
use and benefit of the pre-emptor, and not for purposes of
sale and speeulation, must be shown, under the rules and
regulations of the Department, to the satisfuction of the
Register and Recviver. Upon these simple reguisites entry
nray he made to the extent of one quarter seetion, or other
compact hody, not exceeding 100 acres, npon any of the
public lands of the United States, to which the Indian title
has heen extinguished, exeept in the States of Alabana,
Mississippi, Lonisiana, Arkansas and Florida, in whicly, by
speeial act of Congress of June 2, 1806, the public Tands
are brought exclusively under the provisions ol the Tmne-
stead Act.

I'o secure these privileges the settler must comply with
the provisions of luw as expressed in the acts ol Coungress,
which are substantially as follows :

Upon offered lands, which designation, for the purposes
of the statute, is held to cover all lands which Tave once
been formally offered at public sale, even thongh afterward
temporarily withdrawn, he must file witht the Register of
the proper Land Office his written declaratory stalenent, i
describing the tract, and giving the tme of settlement !
This filing must be made within thirtv davs aflter settle-
went, and within twelve months from suel date of setthe- |
ment he must preseut proof of enltivation, and make pav-
ment for the land so deseribed,  Upon unoffered lands the
filing must be made within three wonths from the date of
settlement, and within thivty mouths from sueh preseribed
date of filing, or thirty-three monthx ufter settlement, the
required proof and payment must be made, When the
settlement is upon mnsurveved lands, ol course no filing
can be made, deseribing it by legal subdivisions, Gl after
survey, and within three months after the filing of Lhe
township plat in the distriet land office, the seitler must
file his declaratory statement, and, within thirty-three
months from the fling of the township plat, prool and
payment are required.

Forfeiture of the land claimed is incurred by failure to
comply with ecither of the respective conditivns moned
above, If, however, a party has a legal scttlenent, and
actually files his declaratory statement hefore the inception |§:
of sy adverse right, he is held to be entitled 1o a prefer-
cnce over a subsequent settler, thongh he way have neg-
lected to file within the precise period named in the statute.

Phe results of the beneficent policy of the Government,
in the enactment of the pre-emption law, are sceen i1 nu-
merous States and Territories ocenpicd by multitudes of
small tract owners where otherwise might now he found
great land proprictors.  To the energetic wnd industrions
man, witlhout means, it las opeved avennes unnumbered o
independence and wealth, It has developed as the ruling
class of the population a seif-reliant yeomanry, the tie
popular clement of a democratic republic. 1t has hrowdened
the base of our politieal system by diffusing the proprictary
interest in the soil ; enlarging the monber wha have per-
manent stake in the preservation of our institutions, Thot-
sands of the poor have thusheen elevated from e Tower strati
of society to the high and cunobling position of an owuer of
the soil, through the agency of the pre-cmption svstent.

1ts great importance, however, was in paving the way e
a more liheral and beneficent policy in the disposition of
the public lands, under what has been appropriately termed
