He
was the oldest of eight children whose parents were Levi Dungan
and Margaret Cumeron. His father was a native of Beaver County,
Pennsylvania ; followed through life agricultural pursuits ; moved
to Muskingum County Ohio about the year 1843 where he lived
till his death in 1871, His mother was a native of Brooke Coanty,
Virginia, and died in 1871, The early educatinn of Mr. Dungqn
was very liberal and obtained in the muin at Franklin Cuollege in
this State. He immediately in 1840 commenced the reading of
law in Steabenville, Ohio, under the direction of Col. James
Collier, & prominent attorney of that place. In the fall of 1842
he was admitted to the bar and began practising immediately in
Jackson, in this county. He has resided in Jackson ever since,
engaged in practice of his profussion. He was Prosecoting
Attorney of Jackson County from 1843 to 1851, having been
re-elected three times.  In 1867 he was elected a member of the
Representative division of the Olio Legislatare. Mr. Dungan
has heen unsolicited a candidate for Senator and Judge, and while
running with a deserved popularity, was defeated through the
minority of his party influence.  He was married on the 13th of
December, 1542, to Julia A. Westfall, who died in 1862 leaving
six children. He was married to his second wife, Martha J, Gilbert,
in 1564, by whom he is the father of five children. Politically, Mr.
Dungun is a democrat of the Jackson school ; voted first for Martin
Van Buren.  Religiously, bis views are not circumseribed by the-
doctrines of any partieular ehurch, thongh rather in sympathy with
the Presbyteriun, ander whose influence he was reared.  The life
of Mr. Dungau has been one of activity and industry, although now
at an advanced age, Lis step is yet light, and his physique appa-
rently unimpaired. He has heen through life remarkable for the
liberality of his views. His mind and bis impulses are too honer-
able and magnanimous for fanaticism and bigotry. A fine engrav-
ing of him is found in this atlas,

HON. PORTER DU HADWAY,

Of Juckson, was born on the Tth day of April, 1828, in this
couuty. He was the sixth of eight children, whose parents were
Danjel Du Hadway and Elizabeth Porter.  His futher was o na-
tive of I'aris, France, and came at the age of two years with his
parents to Delaware, where they lived till their death near Dover,
in that State, his mother living to the advanced age of one hun-
dred and four years. MHis father was in the War of 1813, at
whose conclusion he eame to Chillicothe, remaining there one
year, the greater part of the halance of his days being passed in
Jackson and Vinton counties. His father followed through life
the employment of a shoemaker, principally, and as a farmer. The
mother of the sulijeet of this sketeh was a pative of New York,
and at the time of her marriage was living in Athens County, then
a portion of this county.  She came with her hushand to Jackson
Couuty at an early dute of its existenve, and died in 1833, her
hushand dying in 1875 at the age of ninety-three years, The
early employment of Porter was on the farm.  He lived with his
purents till the death of his mother.  After this event his father
retnroed to France, where he remained for several years, returning
in Ix44. At the age of seventeen Mr. Da adway began the
shoemuker trade.  This oceupation eontined his attentiou for the
greater part of his time up to 1857, In 1847 he came to Jackson
to work ut his trade, and also attended school under the Hon. J.
W. Longhon for about two years, working at his trade ont of
school hours.  In 1835 he began the reading of law, during the
leisure hours of his trade, under the direction of the Iou. Levi
Dungun.  In 1857 he wus elected clerk of court, which he held
tll 1860, In this year he was admiited to the bar after ap
examination before the Supreme Court of Ohio.  He immediately
began the practice of law in Jackson, and followed this profession
exclusively up to 1873, In the fall of this year hie was elected
Judge of the court of common pleas on the Demoeratic ticket by
a majority of seven hundred fn & Republican district, whose ma-
jurity was about three thousand—second subdivision of the
Seveuth Ohiv Judicial District, composed of Jackson, Vinton,
Pike, Svivta, and Lawrence Counties.  The judge was married on
the 10th day of Sept. 1850, to Mary Morse, o daaghter of Eli
Morse, and a native of Jackson County. She died in October,
18338, leaving two children.  The judge was married to his pre-
sent wife on the 25th of December, 1857, by whom he is the
futher of four children. The judge was mayor of Jackson for
three terms and eity solicitor for two terms.  He has never soli-
cited any office except the elerkship of court, which he held in
1857, Puolitically, he is a Demoerat of the Juckson school. He
hias never been a wember of any chareh, and his religious views
are not circamseribed by the doctrines of any church,

HON. ELIHU JOHXSON,

Of Jackson, in this county, is the oldest lawyer of our bar. He
has been practising law for about fifty years. ~Ile was admitted to
the Lar in May, 1826, at Portsmouth,

He was with Gov. Wm.

Allen a stadent in the luw office of Guzley & Gilbert, of (lin- |

¢innati, and was admitted in the same examination of the famons
governor of Ohio.  Mr. Johnson was born on the 28th day of
June, 1798, in North Carolina, e was the niuth of ten children,
whose parents were Adam Johuson and Christian Thompson.
His parents were nutives of Pennsylvauia, and folluwed agricul-
tural pursnits throngh life.  His father died in 1815. His mother
died somewhat later ; both dying on their farm in North Caroling,
The first occupation of Mr. Johusen was on the farm, At the
age of twenty, on account of impaired health, he wus compelled

to travel, and visited his friends in Kentucky and Ohio. His
early education was obtained at the common schools, and later at
Mecklenburg Academy he obtained a good classical education.
In 1818 he came to Cineinnati, where he taught penmanship for
awhile, and in 1819 he got employment in the clerk’s office of
Hamilton County. He soon turned his attention to the reading
of law, and having read for some time, was admitted to the bar
in1826. For several years he continued the practice and reading
in Chillicothe. In 1829 he settled permanently in Jackson, and
hegan the practice of his profession. He has practised his pro-
fession ever since. Tle was prosecuting attorney of Jackson
County for several terms. He was for two terms a member of the
House of Representatives of the Ohio State Legislature. Mr.
Johnson has never solicited public office, and yielded reluctantly
to the call of friends and public needs, when he was brought be-
fore the people for political preferment. Politically, he is a demo-
crat ; voted first for Henry Clay. Religiously, he is a member of no
church; was baptized and raised in the Presbyterian church, He
was married in November, 1834, to Roana Rathburn, by whom
he is the father of six children. Mr. Johnson is living in Jackson
at the advanced age of seventy-seven years. His step is yet firm,
and his constitution indicates a life of temperate and industrious

HON. WILLIAM K. HASTINGS,

A prominent attorney of Jackson in this county, was horn on the
16th day of October, 1828, in Columbiana County, Ohio. He was
the second of eight children, whose parents were lsaac Hastings
and Jane Woodside. His father was a native of Fayette County,
Pennsylvania, came to Columbiana County in 1814, and followed
in the main through life mechanieal and agrienltural pursuits, dying
in Mareh 1374, on his farm in Columbiana County, at the advancad
age of eighty-one years. The mother of the subject of this brief
memoir was a native of Pennsylvania, and is yet living at the
advanced age of eighty-two years in Columbiana County. Mr.
Hastings was early taught to lubor.  His early education obtained
at the advanced schools of those days, At the age of twenty-one
he began life as a school teacher, and at this honorable calling
continued his exertions for about six years It was during his
leisure hours at this calling that he read law. In the spring of
1852 he was admitted to the bar. In 1853 he came to Jackson
and taught school for one term. In the spring of 1854 he entered
on the practiee of law in Jackson. He has practised this profes-
sion ever since, and is one of the eminent practitioners of its bar.
His practice is large. He was Mayor.of Jackson for two terms,
having been elected twice. He was proseenting attorney of Jack-
son County from 1864 to 1868, serving two terms. He was ap-
pointed judge of the court of Common Pleas of the Seventh Dis-
trict second subdivision in 1872.. In the fall of 1872 he was
elected judge of the eourt. Politically, he is a republican ; voted
first for Van Buren. Religiously, his views are not circumseribed
hy the doctrine of any partienlar church. e was married on the
14th of May, 13857, to Mary Aun Nelson, a native of this county,
and a daughter of Jolin Nelson, merchant of Juckson. "The Judge
is the father of six children. A portrait of his is found in this
atlas.

HON. JESSE W. LAIRD,

A prominent attorney of Jackson in this connty, was born on the
20th of February, 1822, at Chillicothe, Olio. He was the fourth
of five children, whose parents were John Laird and Phebe Ford,
His father was a native of Alleghany Coanty, Pennsylvania, fol-
lowed though life the trade of hatier, coming to Ohio about the
year 1810, and settling at Chillicothe where he lived till his death.
His mother was a native of Delaware.  The early education of Mr.
Laird was very liberal. He was edueated for a physician and
attended a course of lectures at the Lonisville Medical College in
1843, He immediately began the practice of medicine in Fayette
County, Indiana, where he remained for about one year. Tn Sep-
tembher, 1844, he eame to Jackson and continued the practice of
medicine for about three years.  In 1847 he hought out the ** Jack-
son Standard,” and was connected with it as editor and in other
capacities till about the year 1863, From-this time till 1859 he
was engaged in banking business In 1859, he was admitted to
the har and commenced the practice of law. This profession has
confined his attention ever since. He was Mayor of Jackson for
four terms, and is now in the progress of his fifth term ag Mayor
of Jackson. Mr. Laird has been a candidate for various offices,
for the constitutional convention in 1850, the Legislature in 1871,
Politically, he is a republican ; voted first for General Taylor,
Religiously, he is a member of the Methodist Episcopal Chureh,
Joingd this church at the age of ten years. He was married on the
27th of March, 1843, to Mary Marshall, by whom he is the father of
ten children.  Mr. Laird has led an aetive life. Ilis eXxperience

inf ]]ife has been varied and eminently adapted him for the practice
of law.

HOXN. JOHN CALDWELL STEVENSOX.

John C. Stevenson was born at New Petersburg, Highland
Qouuty, Ohio, February 18th, 1838. Moved with the family of
his father, Jndge John Stevenson, to Berlin Cross Roads, in
August, 1850. Worked on the farm till Mareh, 1856, at wlilich
time he went to Washington County, Towa, and engaged as
teacher in a country school. Returned home late in October of
the same year, and engaged for six mouths as teacher in a sub.
tistrict southeast of Winchester, Taught in the same district the

next year, ab the close of which his services were requested for g

third year; but he preferred the Berlin sehool, which was also

offered to lim at the same time. He subsequently taught in
Winchester, Franklin Valley, Pleasant Grove, Fair View, and at
three different sub-districts adjoining Jackson Court-house. In
1862 taught the Grammar Grade in the Jackson Union Sehool till
the holidays, at which Mr. Brown, then superintendent, resigned,
and J. O. Btevenson was chosen superintendent of the sehools for
the ensuning fonr months. He was superintendent of the Mason
City Graded Schools of five departments or rooms in Mason
County, West Virginia, for two consecutive years. He has taken
part in all the *“ Teacher’s. Institutes” from 1858 to the present
time. Was one of the School Examiners of Jackson County
from May, 1861, to May, 1865, and again from December, 1857, to
November, 1868. During the first four years of his teaching, he
spent his vacationg in going to school at Jackson and Athens.
Hou.-J. W. Longbou was his favorite tencher. In April, 1860,
he commenced the stady of law under Ion. Levi Dungan, and
was admitted to the bar as attorney and counsellor-at-law and
solicitor in chancery in May, 1862. At the age of twenty-one
years, he was chosen county recorder during his absence from
home by the County Commissioners to fill & vacancy in that office
occasioned by the death of James Farrar. Stevenson accepted
the office, permitting a son of the deceased, Asa Farrar (then s
hoy of twelve, but now, 1875, county recorder by election) to do
the recording and receive the fees for the family of the deceased.
May 1st, 1862, became editor of the “ Jackson Express,” now
¢ Jackson Herald,” and continned in that service until the follow-
ing December. In October, 1862, he was elected prosecating
attorney over Hon. W, K. Hastings, but was defeated by the
same geuntleman two years afterwards.  Althongh he continned to
practice in the courts of Jackson County from 1862 until 1868, he
tanght school from six to nine months every year except two-——
from 1856 to 1875. At the close of the Jackson schools, in May,
1875 (wherein he had been engaged for two vears), he determined
to quit teaching, return to the practice of law, and devote his
entire time thereto. In March, 1865, he volunteered in the T, S,
Infantry service for one year, but, as the war closed soon after, he
was discharged in May with the 198th O. V. I. October 4th,
1860, he was married to Miss Martha Callaghan, danghter of
William O. H. Callaghan, of Madison Township.

DAVIS MACKLEY.

Born in Gallia County, December 11th, 1818. TFather removed
to Jackson County in 1820 and settled in the-woods. I lived on
the same farm until 1847, then removed to Qak Hill and remained
antil January 5th, 1855, when I removed to Jackson, where I ex-
pect to remain. All my schooling was about nine months in a log
school-house. Taaght school in the winter and oceasionally in the
summer from 1837 until 1854. Commenced reading law in 1845
and completed reading with Col. T. R Stanley. A dmitted to the
bar November 15th, 1849, Practised law with R, C. Hoffman
from 1857 to 1860. W. A. Walden was also partner in 1859-60.
Never had a desire for office, but was prosecating attorney of
Jackson Connty from 1855 to 1857 ; Mayor of Jackson in 1857;

Wrote the
political leaders for the Jackson Standard during the Fremont
campaign. Beeame editor of the Standard in 1858, in connection
with James Tripp.  Bought the Standard office Febraary 9th,
1861, and have been sole editor ever since, and have built up one
of the finest offices in the State. The distinguishing features of
the paper have been the individuality given it in the advocaey of
Justice to the negro, temperance, woman’s rights, ete. My health
was very poor all my life, but is improving as age comes on, always
temperate, never using strong drink or tobacco. Was married
July 3d, 1842 to Mary Steece, who died December 26th, 1856.
Was warried again October 5th, 1858 to Eliza Hawk, who is yet

living. My first wife had seven children, five of whom are yet
living. As to my character for honesty, morality, and being a

good or bad citizen it does not become me to speak. I have heen

somewhat intolerant to my political opponents, but I have hosts of
friends and but very few enemies,

DAVID W. OHERINGTON,

Of Franklin Township, Jackson County, was born on the 8th
day of August, 1833, in Gallia County, Obio, "His parents were
Lorauso D. Cherington and Deborah McCulloch, His father was
a vative of Gallia County, Ohio. Cawe to Juckson County in
1835, where he lived till his death in 1852. His mother was a
native of Rockingbam Conuty, Virginia, and yet lives at the ad-
vanced age of seventy years, with her son, in Franklin Township.
The early education of David was obtained at the common school,
He was early tanght to labor on the farm, and his main time has
more or less ever since been employed in agricultural pursuits,
In 1861, on the outbreak of the war of the Rebellion, he accom-
panied the Second Virginia Cavulry, Company H., to the feld.
His‘ term of service was three years. During this time he was in
various battles in Virginia. In the battle of Fisher's Hill he lost
his leg.  This oceurred after his time of enlistment had expired.
Mr. Cherington is well known to the citizens of Jackson County
and t}le crutebes, which are his constant companions, always sué-’
gest in the minds of his friends the most honorable memories of
his service for his country. In 1867 he was elected treasurer of
Jackson County ; was re-elected in 1870, Politically, he is a re-
publican ; religiously, he is a Methodist.
