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THE SYSTEM OF GOVERNMENT 'SURVEYS.

Trp preseat system of surveying Government lands, termed the
Land System of the United States, hus developed from an ordinance
intvoduced before the Continental Congress Mny 7, 1784, termed ** An
Ocdinance for ascertaining the made of locating and disposing of lands
in the Western Territory,” and adopted by an act of Congress passed
May 7, 1783. It had no precedent in the theory or practice of any
pre-oxisting government, being the result of the highest order of states-
mnanship, and exhibiting & profound knowledge of engineering science
in minate details, Witha few unimportaut changes, it has been adopted
by the Dowminion of Canada. The ordinance provided for townships
gix miles square, containing thirty-six sections one mile square. The
region embraced by the surveys under this law forms a part of the
present State of Ohio, nnd is usually styled * Old Seven Ranges.” The
townships, six miles square, were lald out in ranges extending north-
ward from the Olio River,-the townships being numbered from south
to north, and the ranges from east to west, In these initial surveys
only the exterior lines of the townships weve surveyed, and mile corners
were established on the township lines, but the plats were marked by
subdivisions into sections of one mile square. The sections were num-
Vered from one to thirty-six, commencing with number one in the south-
east corner of the township, and running from south to morih in each
tier to number thirty-six in the northwest corner of the township, These
first public surveys were made under the diveetion of ths Geographer
of the United States.

The act of Congreas approved May 18, 1796, provided for the appoint-
ment of a surveyor-general, and directed the survey of the lands north~
west of tha Ohio River and above the mouth of the Kentucky River,
win which the titles of the Indian triljes have been extinguished,”
Under this law one-half of the townships surveyed were subdivided
into sections **by running through the same, ench way, parallel lines
at the end of every two miles, and by making a corner on each of said
lines at the end of every mile,” and it farther provided that * the sec-
tions shall be numbered, respectively, beginning with the numbear one
in the northeast section, and proceeding west and east allernately,
through the township, with progressive numbers till the thirty-sixth be
completed,” “This method of numbering the sections is still in use, and
can be seen by reference to Diagram No. 2, on reverse page.

The act of Congress, approved February 11, 1803, direcis the subdi-
vision of the public lands into quarter scctions, and provides that all
-the cornovs marked 1n the public surveys shall be established as the
proper corners of sections or subdivisions of sections which they were
intended to designate, and that corners of half and quarter sections not
marked shall be placed as nearly ns possible * equidistant from those
two corners which stand on the same line.”

The acs of Congress, approved April 25, 1812, provided ** That there
shall be established in the Department of the Treasury an office to be
Jdenominated the Genernl Land Office, the chief officer of which shall
be called the Commissioner of the Gteneral Land Office, whose duty it
shall be, under the dircetion of the head of the department, to superin-
tend, execute, and perform all such acts aud things touching or respeet-
ing the public lands of the United States and other lands patented or
granted by the United States, as have heretofore been directed by law
to bo done or performed in the office of the Secretary of State, of the
Secretary and Register of the Treasury, and of the Secretary of War,
or which shall hevenfter by law be assigned to the sald office,”

¥The nct of Congress, approved July 4, 1836, provided for the reorgani-
zation of the General Land Office, and that the executive dulles of said
office **shall be subject to the supervision and control of the commis~
sioner of the General Tand Office under the divection of the President
of the Uhnited States.” The repealing clause is, ** That such provisions
of the ack of the twenly-fifch of April, in the year one thousand eight
hundred and twelve, entitled ¢ An act for tho establishmont of o Gene-
ral Land Office in the Department of the Treasury,” and of all acts
amendatory thereof as are inconsistent with the provisions of this act,
be and the snme are hereby repealed.”

From the wording of this act, it would appear that the control of the
Genernl Tand Office was removed.from the Treasury Department, and
that the Commissioner reported directly to the President | but asa.mat-
ter of fact the Secretary of the Treasury still had supervisory control,
for the act of Congress, approved March 3, 1849, by which the Depart-
ment of the Interior was established, provided “'That the Secrelary of

the Interior shall perform all the duties in relation to the General Land -

Office, of supervision and appeal, now discharged by the Sccretary of
the Treasury,” By this act the General Land Office was transferred
to the Department of the Interior, where it still remains,

THE RECTANGULAR SYSTEM OF SURVEYS,

The public lands of the United States nre ordinarily surveyed into
reclangular tracts bounded by lines conforming to the cardinal points.
The principal lines are designated as meridian, base, township, range,
and section lines, and the bodies of land thus formod ate known ns
townships, sections, and lots, The first recorded use of the lerms
“township,” and “ section,* as applied to the public lunds of the
United States, is in an ordinance reported to Congress April 26, 1785.

In Diagram No. 2, representing an entire township, each ‘“section?’
and *lot”? is plainly indicated.

INITIAL POINTS,

TInitial points from which the lines of the public surveys are to be
extended must be established whenever necessary under such special
instructions as may be prescribed in cach case Ly the Commissioner of
the General Tand Office. The locus of such Initial polnts must be se-
lected with great care and due consideration for their prominence and
esy identification, and must be established astronomically. The ini-
tial point having been established, the lines of the public survey are ta
bergxtended therefrom as followa:—

PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN AND BASE LINES

are exlended north and south and east and west from the initial point
by the use of solar instruments or transits, as may be directed by the
Surveyor General.  In order to checi errors in measurement, two sets
of chainmen, operating independently of cach other, must be employed,
and the proper corners established, Principal meridians are designated
by number or name, Each has ite own base line, and these two lines
form the basis er foundation for surveys of all lands within the terrl-
tory contrviled by them.

Obio public surveys are coutrolled by several initial poiuts, and by
the first prineipdl meridian coincident with the comion boundary be-
tween Ohio and Indiana, Indiaua surveys are controlled by the
gecond principal meridian. Illinois surveys are controlied by the
second, third, and fourth principal meridian, Wisconsin by the fourth
principal meridian, Minnesota by the fourth and fifth principal me-
ridian,  The Dakotas by the fifth and sixth prineipal meridians, also by
the Black Hills meridian, Iowa, Missouri, and Arkansas by the fifth
principal meridian, Kansas, Nebraska, and the greater portion of
Colorado and Wyoming by the sixth principal meridian, Michigan by
the Michigan meridian, Florida by the Tallahassee meridian, Ala-
bama by the Huntsville and St. Stephens meridians, Missisaippl by the
St. Stephens, Choctow, and Washingtun meridians, . Louisiana, enst
of the Mississippi River, by the St. Helena meridian, and on Lhe west
by the Louisinna meridian. New Mexico by the New Mexico me-
ridian, Arizona by the Gila and Sait River meridian. Utah by the
Great Salt Lake meridian, Nevada by the Mount Dieblo meridian.
Idaho by the Boise meridian. Mountans by the Montana meridian,
Californin by the Mount Dieblo, the San Bernardino, and the Hum-
boldt meridians, Oregon and Washington by the Williamette meridian,

TOWNSHIPS AND RANGES,
~ Township lines are run east and west parallel with and six miles
from the base line and from each other, and the spaces between these
lines are known as townships north or south, and designated by num-
bers acvording to their numerical distance from the base line. Range
lines are run north and south on a true meridian, six miles from and
parallel, as near as may be, with the principal meridian, and the spaces
bebween them are known ns ranges, and are described as east or west
of the principal meridian, and consecutively numbered from that line.

Diagram No, 1, on reverse page, will illustrate the system of num-
bering townships and ranges, norih and south and east and west from
the principal meridiuns and base lines ; numbering east or west until
they reach the next meridian, and north or south until they reach the
next base line,

Thus, any certain township or range can readily be found within the
territory embraced by this system if the numbers of the same are
known referring to prineipal meridian and base line.

The bodics of land six miles square, formed by the intersection of
the township and range lines, are called

CONGRESSIONAL TOWMNSHIPS,

and contain, as neur as may be, 23,040 acres. Congressional town-
ships are deseribed and located as being north or south of the base line
and east or west of the principal meridian from which Lhat particu-
lar survey is made. Thus township one north, range three west of
the fifth principal meridian, would be the fivst township north of the
base line and in the third range west from the principal meridian. The
Iaw roquires Lhat the lines of the public surveys shall be governed by
the true meridian, and that the townships shall he siz miles squre,

two things involving, In connection, & mathematical impossibility, for,
sbrictly to conform to the meridian necessarily throws the fownship
out of square by reason of the convergency of the meridians, and
henee, by adhering to the true meridian results Lhe necessity of depart-
ing from the sirict requirements of law, as respects the precise area of
townships and the subdivisional parts thereof, the townships assuming
something of & trapezoidal form, which inequality develops itself more
and more as such the higher the latitude of the surveys

For that reason standards and auxiliaries, which are also called cor-
rection lines, and auxiliary or guide meridians are run from time to
time, and are designated by number, and as north, south, east, or west,
2 the case may be, from their respective base lines and principal me-
ridians j parellels and auxiliaries are now run at intervals of twenty-
four miles, dividing the country inbo tracts of twenty-four miles square,
or sixtecn townships.

Congressional townships are subdivided into thirky-six tracts, called

BECTIONS,

cnch containing as near as may be 040 acres. The thirty-six sections
into which & township is subdivided sre numbered, commencing with
number one at the northeast angle of the township, and proceeding
wesk to number six, and thence proceeding east to number twelve, and
go on, alternately, until they numnber thirty-six in the southeast angle.
In all cases of surveys of fiactional townships, the sections should bear
the same nmnber as they would if the township was full, In all cases
where the exterior lines of the townships thus subdivided into sec-
tions or half sections shall exceed, or shall not extend, six miles, the
excess or deficency shall be specially noted, and added to or dedueted
from the western or northern ranges of sections or half sections in such
township, necording as the error may be in running the lines from east
to west, or from south to north j the sections and half sections bounded
on the northern and western lines of such townships shall be sold as
containing only the gnantity expressed in the returns and plats respec-
tively, and all others as contnining the complete legal quantity.

Diagram Ne. 2, on the reverse page, shows an entire Congressional
Township subdivided and numbered by sections, and showing axcess
or deficlency in area on the north and west sides of the lownship.

Sections are divided into quarters by straight lines run from the es.
tablished quarter section corners—United States surveys—to the oppo-
site corresponding corners, and the point of intersection of the lines so
run will Le the corner commuau to the several quarier seetions, or, in
other words, the legal centre of the section ; these quarter sections are
designated as northeast quarter, northwest, southwest, or southenst,
nccordiug to their location with regard to their common cerner,

In the subdivision of quarter sections, Lthe quarter quarter corners are
to be placed at points equidistant betweéen the section and guarter sec-
tion corners and between the quarter corners and the common centre
of the section, excepl on the last half mile of the lines closing on the
north or west boundaries of & township, where they should be placed
at twenty chains, proportionnte measurement, to the north or west of
the quarter section corner.

Fractional sections and those containing meandered rivers and lakes
are also divided into 40 nere lots, as near as may be; these fractional
lots are numbered from one upwards in each section, Byan examina-
tion of Diagram No. 2, on reverse page, and of the maps on other
pages of this work, the careful student will be ennbled to describe or
locaie any piece of land. Numbers 1, 2-6 are the numbers of the mean-
dered lots with areas shown : ¢, north guarter corner; b, east quarter
corner ; ¢, south quarter corner, and d, west quarter corner,

Proceeding down stream, the bank on the left hand is termed the
“loft bank” and that on the right hand the ** right baunk.”” These
terms are-to be universally used to distinguish the two banks of a river
or siream,

RE-ESTABLISHMENT OF LOST CORNERS,

The origlnal corners, where they can be found, must stand as the
true corners they were intended to represent, even though not exactly
where strict professional care might have placed them in the first in-
stance, ‘

Missing corners should be re-established in the identical localities
they originally occupied. When the point cannot be determined by
the existing landmarks in the field, resort must be had to the field notes
of the original survey, The law provides that the lengths of the lines,
asstated in the field notes, shall be considered as the true lengths thereof,
and the distances between corners set down in the field notes constitute
proper data from which to determine the true locality of a missing cor-
nery lience the rule that all such should be restored at distanees pro-
portionate to the ariginal measurements between existing original eor-
ners. That is, if the measurement between two existing corners dif-
fers from that staled in the field notes, the excess or deficiency should
be distributed proportionately among the intervening section lines be-
tween the sald existing corners standing in their original places, Miss-
ing corners on standard township and range lines should be restored
by proportionate messurement befween the nearest existing oviginal
corners on those lines, Missing section corners in the interior of town-
ships should be re-established at proportionate distances between Lhe
nearest existing original corners north and seuth of the missing ecorners.

As has been observed, no existing original corner can be disturbed,
and it will be piain that any excess or deficiency in measurements be-
tween existing corners eannot in any degree affect Lhe distances beyond
said existing corners, but must be added or subtracted proportionately
to or from the intervals embraced between the corners which are stiil
atanding,

OFFICIAL SUB-DIVISIONS BY COUNTY OFFICIALS,

Various States require their county
survey and plat of “ircegular tracts™ of land to be made and placed
upon record, when, for assessment purposes, the descriptions are too
indefinite. These become official, and title will pass as the same ap-
pears of record, hy the number of each lot being given on the plat,

Dingram No. 8, on reverse pagé, shows a practical subdivision of a
section for nssessment or other purposes, with a proper description of
each fractional part of the quarter section,

METES AND BOUNDS,

In the Eastern and New England States the system of surveyina and
describing lands by metes and Tounds as followe prior to the establish-
ment of the rectangular system of surveys stilt exists. 'I'he system at
its best is imperfect and uncertain in its working, having no known
Yines for base of surveys, and seldom any offieial plats for references as
to initial points. Diagram No, 4 shows a tract of land deseribed and
platted by *‘metes and bounds,” as the same would appear in deceds,

STANDARD TIME.

What iz known as the * new standard time,’” was adopted hy agree-

_ment of all the principal railroads of the United States at 12 o'clock,

noon, on Nov. 18, 1883, The system divides the Continent into five
longitudinal belts, and establishes a meridian of time for cach helt.
These meridians are fifteen degrees of longitude, correspending to one
hour of time, apart.

Eastern Maine, New Brunswick, and Nova Scotia use the §0th
meridian ; the Canadas, New Englund, the Middle States, the Vis-

inias, and the Carolinas use the Toth meridian, which is tha st Phila-
ﬁelphin; the States of the Mississippi Valley, Alnbama, Georgia,
Florida, and westward, incleding Texas, Knnsas, and the larger part
of Nehraska and the Dakotas, use the 00th meridian, which is that of
New Orleans ; the Territories to the western border of Arizona and
Montana, use the 103th meridian, which is that of Denver; and the
Pacific States use the 120th meridian, :

The time divisions are known as intercolonial, eastern, central,
mountain, and Pacifie standard time,

A traveller passing fram one belt to another will find his watch one
lour too fast or too slow, according to the direction in which he is go-
ing. If travelling westwird, his watch will be one hour faster; if enst-
ward bound, it will be one hour slower than the belt which he coters,

This change of system reduced the time standards used by the differ-
ent railroads from fifty-three to five, a grent convenience to the railvonds
and travelling public,

The suggestion leading to the ndoption of this new system mivinated
with Professor Abbe, of the Signal Buoreau at Washington, and was
claborated by Dr. F. A. P. Barnard, of Columbia College, New Y ark.
The scheme was proposzd in 1878, but was not adopted wntil it had
been submitted to n number of scientific associations at home and
abroad, and received thelr approval.

[ Acts 1905, p. 521.° Approved March 8, 1905.

Highways— Location, Etc.—Petition and Notice.—SecTiON], B2
i2 enacted by the general assembly of the Slale of Indiana, That when-
ever twelve freeholders of the county, six of whom shall reside in the
immediate neighborhood of the highway propesed to be located,
vacated, or change therein made, shall petition the board of commis-
sioners of such county for the location, vacation, or change therecf,
such board, if satisfied that said getitiou has been filed with the count:
auditor and notice thereof has been given by publication once eac
week for two consecutive weeks successively in a newspaper published
in said county, or by posting up notices thereof in three of the most
public places” in the neighborhood of such highway at least twenty
days before the meeting of the board at which petition is to be heard,
and, in case of posting, by the auditor mailing a copy of such notice
to the postoffice address of each land owner affected by such proceed-
ings, as disclosed by the petition, twenty days before the said day of
hearing, providing said postoffice address can be ascertained from any
record or files in his office, shall appoint three disinterested freeholders
of the county to view said highway, Said notices for publication,
posting and “mailing, shall be by and over the name of the county
,auditor. It shall not be necessary for the auditor to mail a copy of
said notice to any person who is a petitioner. (As amended,
Acts 1907, p. 413.)

Duties of Viewers, Skc. 2.—The auditor of such county shall
issus a precept to the sheriff thereof, commanding him to notify such
viewers of the time, place and object of their meeting, Such viewers,
at such time, after having taken an oath, before someofficer authorized
to administer the same, faithfully to perform their duties, shall proceed
to view the highway to be located, or vacated or the change to be
made; and if they shall deem such lucation, vacation or change to be
of public utility, they shall, in"¢ase of a new highway or a change in
an old one, proceed to lay out and mark the same od the best ground,
not running through any person’s enclosure of one year's standing
without the owner's consent, unless, upon examination, a good way
cannot otherwise be had without departing essentially from the route
petitioned for: Provided, That where the road is laid out upon the line
dividing the lands of two persens, it shall be laid one-half on each side

SecTioN 4638, (The petition and bond). Applications for laying
out, altering, changing the width of, or vacating any county road shall
be by petition to the county commissioners, signed by at least twelve free-
holders of the county residing in the vicinity where the road is to be
12id out, viewed or reviewed, altered or vacated, and one or more of
the signers to any such petition shall enter into bond with sufficient
surety, payable to the state for the use cf the county. conditioned that
the persons making such application shall pay into the treasury of the
county the amount of all costs and expenses accruing thereon in case
the application shall fail; and in case the application shall not fail,
the commissioners may, in their discretion, order the petitioners to pay
any or all costs and expenses of such application, or may pay all or any
portion thereof out of the county treasury.

Previous toanysuch petition
being presented, notice thereof shall be given by advertisement set up
at the auditor's office, and in three public places in each townshi
through which any part of the road is to be laid out, altered or vacateﬂl::
at least thirty days previous to the meeting of the commissioners at
which the petition shall be presented; and stating the time when such
petition is to be presented; and the substance thereof shall be published
for four consecutive weeks before the presentation of any such petition,
in some newspaper published in the county in which the road sought
to be established, altered or vacated by such petition is situated, if
there be a newspaper therein,

Sec. 4642, (Appointment of viewers). On the presentation of
the petition, if the commissioners are satisfied that notice has been
given as aforesaid, they shall appoint three disinterested frecholders
of the county as viewers, who shall also be a jury to assess and de-
termine the compensation to be paid in money for the properties sought
to be appropriated, without deduction {or benefit to any property of the
owner, and to assess and determine how much less valuable, if any,

of such line: And provided further, That whenever the location of a
highway is. petitioned for npon and aleng anyline which forms also
the boundaryof any city or town, the board of commissioners shall,
for the purpose of Iocating such highway, have jurisdiction over the
lands and. lots lying within such corporate limits, and immediately
affected by such proceedings and location; and the owners of such
1ands and lots so affected, shall have the same rights and remedies in
the matter of the location, vacation or change of such highway as_the

Report of Viewers—Proceedings. Sec, 3.—Such viewers, or a
majority of them, shall make a report of their proceedings at the
ensuing session of the board of commissioners, giving a full description
of such location, change or vacation, by routes [metes and bounds,}
and by its course, distance and width, except that in case of the
vacation of aroad,or any part thereof, such description only as will
designate it clearly shall be required; and, in such case, a copy of the
order vacating such highway shall be transmitted by the proper auditor
to the tristee of the township or trustees of the townships in which
such vacated highway is situated, who shall cause the supervisor or
supervisors thereof to be notified accordingly.

No Objection-—Order and Notica, SEec, 4.—If no objection be
made to such proposed highway, vacation or change, such board shall
cause a record thereof to be made, and, in case of such location or
change shall order the highway to be opened, and kept in repair, which
order shall be transmitted to the trustee of the township or trustees of
the townships in which such location or change is made; and such
trustee or trustees shall cause a copy of such order to be entered at
length on the township's record book or books, and natice thereof to be
given to the proper supervisor or supervisors to work such highway as
so located or changed.

Damages—Payment. Sec,1l, No such highway shall be opened,
worked or used, until the damages assessed therefor shall be paid to
the persons entitled thereto, or deposited in the county treasury for

be rendered by the opening and construction of the road, and the
county surveyor to survey the same.

Skc. 4650. (Duties of commissieners on report of view).
commissioners, on receiving the report'of the viewers, shall cause the
same to be publiclyread on two difgerent days of the same session, and
if no agp]ication be made to them for a review of the road, or any part
thereof, or alteration, and they are satisfied that such road, or any
part thereof, if the same be capable of division, will be of public utility,
and the report of the viewers is favorable thereto, and no damages

Allcounty roads hereafter
1aid out and established shall not be less than thirty or morethan sixty
feet wide, to be determined by the viesvers as hereinafter provided,
except that when the road is upon the state line, the county commis-
sioners may determine the width not less than fifteen nor more than
thirty feet of the land to be taken in this state.

Sec, 4037-1, (County roads; power of commissioners). On a
petition therefor signed by the owners of at least a majority of the foot
frontage on any county road or part thereof, heretofore established or
hereafter to be established, the county commissioners may do any one
or more of the following acts or things:

a. Causethe county surveyor to establish a grade along said
road, or part {hereof, subject to the approval of said commissioners.

15, All highways
heretofore laid out according to law, or used as such for twenty years
or more, shall continue as located and as of their original width, respect-
ively, until changed according to law; and hereafter no highway shall
be laid out less than thirty feet wide, and the order for the laying out
of the same shall specify the width thereof. The board of commis-
sionmers shall have power to cause such of the roads used ashighways as
shall have been laid out, but not sufficiently described, and such as
have been used for twenty years, but not recorded, to be ascertained,
described and entered of record, Such action of the board shall be en
petition filed by one or more resident freeholders of the county, of which
petition notice shall be given by Il:;osting in three public places along
the line of such road twenty days before the session at which such peti-
tion shall be considered. And'such board shall declare and establisl
the width of anysuch highway, which width shall not be less than thirty
feet; arid where any such highway shall be located upon aline dividing
the lands of different owners, one-half thereof shall be taken {rom the
land of each owner.

5. Cause said road or part thereof to be widened, altered or
established to a greater width than sixty feet and not more than one
hundred feet, to be determined by the viewers as provided in this
chapter,

¢. Grade, drain, curb, ‘pave and improve said road, or part
thereof, proceeding in the making of the same in the manner prescribed
in section 2824 a of the Revised Statutes,

Skc. 4637-2. (Damages, costs, and expenses; how paid.) “The
county commissioners may assess the damages on account of the
widening, altering or establishing of said road or part thereof, also the
costs and expenses of any or all of said improvements or such part of
said damages, costs and expenses as they may deem equitable under
the circumstances upon the taxable property abutting upon such road
or part thereof, either according to the foot frontage or according to
the benefits, or the county commissioners may enter into an agreement
with the board of township trustees of any township wherein any
state or county road improvement is contempiated whereby said boards
may each pay such a proportion of said improvements as may be
agreed upon by the county commissioners and the township trustees
of the township in which said improvement is to be made. The county
commissioners are hereby created an assessing board for the purpose
of assessing the damages, costs and expenses, as herein set forth,
upon the abutting property as aforesaid.

SEC, 4837-4. (Notice of assessments), Before adopting the as.
sessments so made, the county commissioners shall publish notice for
three weeks consecutively, in some newspaper of general cireulation in
the county, that such assessments have been made, and that the same
are on file in the office of the county commissioners for the inspection
and examination of the persons interested therein.

Skc, 4637-7. (Confirmation of assessments), When the assess-
ment is confirmed by the county commissioners it shail be complete
and final ; provided that whenever by any of the provisions of this act
any act or thing is required to be done by the county commissioners
the concurrence of two-thirds of said county commissioners shall be
deemed sufficient.

Sgc. 1800. Supervision by County Board.—The county
board of supervisors has o general supervision over the public roads
of the county, with power to lny out, widen, alter or diccontinue
the same.

Skc. 1301. Petition and Notice.—Upon petition of thirty
or more resident frecholders of their county, the board shall give
notice, for at least three weeks, by publication in a county news-
paper, or by posting notices in at least three public places, if no
newspaper is published in their county, of the time when and
pluce where they shall meet to take action thereon.

See. 1302. Proceedings, Order, Survey, Filing.—At
the time and place mentioned, said board, or its duly authorized
committee, shall personally examine such road as petitianed for,
hear reasons from interested partics, and, upon determination, shall
