THEODORE ALVORD.

Born in Woodford county, Illinois, August 19, 1847. Appren-
ticed to the printer’s trade when in his fourteentl year, which busi-
ness, cither as printer or editor, he followed for nearly twenty

_years. Enlisted in the 11th Illinois regiment, infantry, on October

5. 1864, and was discharged July 26, 1865. Was in several en-
gpagements in the vicinity of Mobile. Was in the charge on Fort
Blakely on the gth of April, 18635, said to have been the last jm-
portant engagement of the war, Read law at Conneaut with C. R.
Goddard, one of the soundest lawyers in Northern Ohio, and was
admitted to the bar by the Supreme Court of Ohio on the 7th day
March, 1882. Commenced the practice of the law about October
ist, 1882, at Huron, Ohio, where he remained until the fall of 1888,
when he removed to Sindusky.

CHAS. J. ANDRES

Is a prominent furniture dealer and funeral director in Sandusky,
Ohio. For the past ten years, until 1895, the firm was Deck &
Andres, but in that year they dissolved partnership and Mr. Andres
located at his present place of business, which is in the New Coble
block, Nos. 725-727 Market street. e carries the most complete
line of high and medium grades of furniture.

ELISHA MAFFIT COLVER

Was born at Hudson, N. Y., September 30, 1832. His early years
were spent in labor upon a farm. His education he obtained in the
common schools and in an academy in Cortland, N. Y. About lLis
sixteenth year he removed with his father’s family to Huron county,
Ohio, and soon after began teaching school winters, working on a
farm during the balance of the seasons and reading law at his
leisure moments. He took a course and graduated at the Cincin-
nati law school in April, 1859, and was admitted to practice by the
district court of Wood county, Obio, in September, 1859 He then
settled at Perrysburg in that county, where he continued until the
breaking out of the rebellion and the repeated calls for troops
caused him to close his law office and enlist in the volunteer army of
the United States, which he did on September 4, 1861, and on the
same day was elected and commissioned a lieutenant in Company
B, Third Ohio Volunteer Cavalry. He served with great distinction
and bravery in that organization, was madé a captain in 1862, was,
twice wounded in battle, once by a biullet in the right leg and later
by a saber cut on the face. A large portion of the time he com-
manded a batallion of his regiment, and he served continually until
September 26, 1864, when by reason of injuries received from the
kick of a horse, he resigned his commission and returned home. In
the spring of 1865 he came to Sandusky and here began the practice
of law, and has eversince resided here, He was elected and served
for two vears as the city solicitor of Sandusky from 1865 to 186q.
In the fall of 1869 he was elected probate judge of Erie county, and
was twice re-elected, filling that office for nine years. In 1879 he
resumed the practice of the law in Sandusky under the firm name
of Colver & Thompson, which was changed in 1880 to Clover & De-
Witt, his partner being the late Judge ]J. L. DeWitt. In 1883 P,
C. Schenkel became his partner, in place of Judge DeWitt, and in
the spring of 1886, E. B. King entered their firm and on the death
of Mr, Schenkel shortly afterward the firm became and continued
Clover & King up to August, 1892, after which his oldest son,
Frank P. Colver, became his partner, and the firm has since been
Colver & Colver. Mr. Colver was one of the most prominent free
masons iu the state of Ohio. He was a member of Science No. 50,
F. & A. M., and for a number of years presided over the lodge as
its worshipful master. He was a2 member of Sandusky City Chap-
ter, R. A. M., and also a member of Sandusky City Council, R.
& S. M., Erie Commandery, Knights Templar, of which he was
past eminent commander, Cleveland Consistory, A, A & 5. R,
and of the thirty-second degree. Judge Colver was a director of
the Masonic Temple Association of this city, and was well known
to every mason in the state. He was twice married. His first wile,
Miss Clara Prout, died in 1874. He was again married in 1876 to
Miss Caroline T. Wood, who survives him. During his life Judge
Colver was considered one of the leaders of the Erie county bar.
He was more than successful as a lawyer, and his genial manners
won for him many warm friends. He departed from this life
September 24, 189s.
S. A. COURT,

In Marion, Ohio, May, 1855, was born S. A. Court, born to,
as he has proven, a bright and successful life. Always studious
and quick of conception he graduated from the Northwestern Ohio
University in 1873, at the early age of twenty. He was admitted
to the bar in 1876, and immediately began the practice of law at
Marion, Was for several terms prosecuting attorney of the court of
Marion and city solicitor of the city of Marion, meeting the require-
ments in a very commendable manner. October 1, 1893, he re-
moved to Sandusky and entered into the active practice of law,

making that profession his business to the exclusion of all else, a
profession at which he easily holds his own and admits of no rival.
CHAS. H. CRAMER.

Another of Sandusky's wellknown lawpers is Chas. H.
Cramer. He was horn in Seneca county, Ohio.” His early school-
ing was obtained at White Hall, in said county. He afterward
entered the college at Tiffin, Ohio, for one year, but did not eradu-
ate. He was admitted to the bar at Mansfield, Ohic, but in 1881
Icame to Sandusky, in which place he is now residing and practicing
aw.

JAMES LLOYD DeWITT,

Born in this county, September 20, 1848, and died Qctober
11, 1890. His early lite was spent upon the farm, wkere, Ly his
own earnest endeavors, he acquired an education to be proad of,
terminating it with two years at Oberlin College. He studied law
at Sandusky and was admitted to the bar by the district court of
this county in April, 1873. He then began active practice cf law
and continued it with increasing success until 1883, when he was
elected mayor of Sandusky, and in 1885 was re-elected, having no
opposition. In 1886 he was elected a judge of the first sub-divi-
sion of the fourth judicial district.  His duties in this term of office
would have bezen completed Fobruary, 1892, In the discharge of
all his judicial duties, he manifested quickness of perception. A
remarkable accurateness in his statements of law, showing uniform
kindness to all, ever wishing that truth and justice should govern
his judgments and opinions.  He was married to Alice F. Bush in
1873, to which union was born 2 son and daughter.

J. K. DOUGLAS.

Born in this county in 186g; is a popular dentist of Sandusky;
was educated in the common schools of the county. In 1881 he
entered the University of Michigan, graduating from the dental
department in 1894, and the same year began practice at Berlin
Heights, and soon removed to Sandusky, having practiced there
since that time. He is a member of the Elks and the K. P, Mr.
Douglas guarantees all operations in dental art to be skillfully and
carefully performed and warranted.

JOHN H. EVERINGHAM.

Born in' 1841 in this county, in Perkin township, a man who
has proved an hanor to his country and a pride to his friends. He
received his education in the district schools of this county. He
enlisted in 1861, first in the three months service, and soon re-en-
listed in the Twenty-fifth Ohio infantry, Company E, serving until
July 20, 1862, Was wounded at Green Brier, W, V., and was djs-
charged soon after. In January, 1864, he again enlisted in the
Ninth Ohio cavalry, Company I, serving till the close of the war,
accompanying Sherman’s march to the sea. This closed an excep-
tionally briiliant war service. At the close of the war, returned
home and has followed farming since that time. He has served as
a member of the school board for nearly ten years, most of the time
acting as clerk. Was married in 1870 to Miss Caroline Robinson.
To this union has been born three sons and two daughters.

JOHN A. FALK,

Real estate and insurance, Sandusky, 502 Market street. Was
horn September 21, 1825, in Germany, Rudlos, Qlerhessen, Hesse
Darmstadt. He received his education in the college of his native
home and commenced teaching school in Germanyin 1845 and
followed the same until 185:. Then on November 4 of the same
year he landed in the United Statesand lacated at Pittsburgh, Pa.,
remaining there until 18535, and from there went to Rochester until
1861 and then to Chicago until the great fire in 1871, beiug one of
the many unfortunates in losing ali his wealth. Came to Sandusky
December 1, 1871, where he was ¢ngaged as the German teacher
in the High School, which position he filled for five and one-half
years, After that he commenced the insurance business and has
made this his business until the present time. Represents the
largest and best companies.

R. B. FISHER.

Born in Oxford, Erie county, Ohio, February 2, 1862. The
earlier part of his life was spenton his father's farm, working
summers and attending district school winters. In the fall of 1881
he entered the preparatory department at Oberlin College and in
1884 entered the college at Hillsdale, Mich., graduating in 1887,
immediately after-entering the law office of Judge C. P, Wickham,
of Norwalk, Qhio, where he first studied Blackstone, and that
winter taught his first term of school at Stuben, Ohjo.

At the expiratton of the term of
office he was discharged, December, 1864. He then practiced law
at Wabash, Ind., uatil June, 1874, when he removed to Sandusky
and entered into partnership in the firm of H. & L. Goodwin, later
the firm being Goodwin, Goodwin & Hull, continuing so until the
spring of 1892, when he began practicing alone. In November,
1893, he was elected probate judge, assuming his duties February
12, 18g4, and no doubt will serve the people to the best of his
ability.

TRUMAN GWIN.

Another noticeably influential citizen of Erie county is Truman
Gwin, son of C. W. Gwin, Truman Gwin being 2 native of the
state of Ohio, having lived in this township since 1843, receiving
his education there, living upon a farm, which occupation he has
followed all his life.

He obtained a part
of his professional education at Helmouth College and Collegiate
Institute, but ’twas at Western University, all of his native city, he
entitles the eredit of his instruction of the ground work of his pro-
fession. Afler graduating there he took a hospital course in Europe,
and was appointed house surgeon in the St. Thomas hospital,
London, England, which position he held for thirty-nine months,
He then returned to London, Canada, with the letters F. R. 5. Eng.
attached to his former ones, and began practice in his native cily,
where he remained for twenty years and had a practice second to
none. In 1894, on account of his wife’s health, he sold his practice
there and seeking a healthier place, landed in Sandusky, Ohio, and
opened an office at 721 Water street, September 3, 18g4. = The
doctor has been called to all parts of the state for consultation since
his debut here.

L. Herb's interest. Mr. Hocke became sole proprietor after Mr.
Herb's death, August 1, 1895, having purchased from his estate
Mr. H.’s half interest, and is still located at 120 Wayne street.

E. H. HOUGH,

The leading liveryman of Milan is one of our best known
citizens. He has a full line of first-class rigs, and especial accom-
modations for commercial men,

G. INGOLD,

Insurance agent, Sandusky, Obio, was born at Put-in-Bay, Sep-
tember 1, 1865. His education was received in the business college
of Sandusky, n very excellent school. In 1890, November 2, he
began the fire insurance business, being an agent for the most sub-
stantial companies and is now conducting a business that is un-
rivaled. Was married to Miss Emily Tibbutt November 15, 1894.

ALBERT W. JUDSON.

Born in Florence township in February, 1831, He finished
Lis education at Berea Institution, Ohio, graduating from this col-
lege, which he attended from the years 1849-1851. He is known
throughout the county as county and city surveyor, having served
as county surveyor for sixteen years and city engineer for three
years. Is a man of much energy and perseverance.

EDMUND B. KING.

Among the many influential citizens who have started their
life's career on a farm, was Edmund B. King, who was btornin

Montville township, Medina county, Ohio, July 4, 1850. His
schooling, until eighteen, consisted in attending the winter terms,
but after that age he attended a select school at Medina for two
terms, followed by one year at Oberlin Academy and one year at
Baldwin University at Berea, Ohio. During these years for five
winters he taught school, meanwhile reading law, and was admitted
to the bar by the district court of Obic, in August, 1873; was elected
prosecuting attorney of Medina county, Ohio, in October, 1873, and
served in that office one term.  In October, 1875, heremoved to San-
dusky, where he has ever since resided and practiced law. In 1888
was a presidential elector, and in 1894 was elected a circuit judge for
the Sixth Judicial Court of Ohio, an office which he still holds and
which election showed the esteem in which he was held by his
fellow citizens. Besides these successes, he has interested himself
in and is a member of the Masonic order, has also been much in-
terested in the Ohio National Guard since 1879, and is now a
major in the Sixteenth infantry, O. N. G. He is married, having
two children, the eldest, a danghter, whé is at school at the West-
ern Reserve University, Cleveland, and his son is in the Sandusky
High School, this choice of schools showing an appreciaticn of edu-
cational pursuits.

Among the largest industries the city of Sandusky possesses,
there is none more prominent than the Kuebeler Brewing company.
The business was established in 1867, and was known for a time as
Kuebeler & Co. It was incorporated in 1893, with a capital stock
of $400,000, paid in. Its officers consist of the following gentle-
men: Jacob Kuebler, President and Manager; August Kuebler,
Assistant Manager; Carl G. Nielsen, Vice-President; G. Zimmer-
man, Secretary and Treasurer. The board of directors are the
above named gentlemen, together with August Schmidt, Jr., J. G.
Epple and W. H. Gilebor. The founder of this immense business
is Mr. Jacob Kuebeler, who was born in Germany in 1838. He
was an expert brewer when he arrived in this country, in 18b0. His
first engagement was with the Fox brewery of Toledo, which con-
tinued until 1866. A few months later, in company with his
brother, he established the present business. The Kuebeler
Brewing company is one of the largest in the state. They do an
immense business through the northern and central parts of Ohio
and the adjoining states.

HON. JOHN MACKEY.

Born in Warren county, New Jersey, on January 7, 1818, and
when nineteen years of age moved with his parents to Milan town-
ship, Erie county, Ohio. He was educated in the common schools
and the Acadamy at Milan, In 1843 he commenced the study of
law with Lucas 5. Beecher, and was admitted to practice in 1846
at Fremont by the Supreme Court on circuit. He was engaged
for a short time with others in establishing the Sendusky Mirror,
the first daily paper published in Erie county. In 1852 Judge
Mackey was elected prosecuting attorney for Erie county, and held
the office until 1856, In 1860 he was again elected for a term of
two years. In the spring of 1880 he was appointed judge of the
Common Pleas Court to fill the vacancy caused by the death of

udge Cooper K. Watson, and at the next general election was
elected to fill Judge Watson’s unexpired term. Upon the expira-
tion of this term he was elected for a full term of five years. After
this term had expircd Judge Mackey resumed the practice of law,
having formed a partnership with his son and taking his place as
the senior member of the firm of J. & D. ]J. Mackey. .

DENVER ]. MACKEY,

Born in Sandusky, Erie county, Ohio, on November 3, 1862.
He was educated in the public schools of Sandusky and attended
college at the Ohio State University at Columbus, Ohio, and the
University of Michigan at Ann Arbor, Mich. On leaving the cal-
Jege he entered upon the study of law in the office of Judge E. B.
King, and was admitted to practice at Columbus, Obio, on the 27th
day of June, 1838  He is now engaged in the practice as the junior
member of the firm of J. & D. J. Mackey.

JOHN F. McCRYSTAL,

A lawyer of Sandusky, was born June 22, 1863, at Kelley's Island,
Ohio.” His parents moved to Sandusky in 1864 and_his education
was received in this city in the Catholic schools. Mr. McCrystal
was admitted to practice as an attorney and counseler at law June
18, 188g. 1In 18g1 he was elected city solicitor and was re-elected
in 1893.

THOMAS McFALL,

Is the present auditor of Erie county, Ohio. He was born in
Milan township, Ohio, remaining on the farm until he was eighteen
years old, then going into the store of A, J. Mowry, of Milan
village, remaining four years and then coming to Sandusky in 1861
with his father and acting as his deputy in the county treasurer’s
office for two vears, afterwards engaging in the boot and shoe busi-
ness in Sanduasky until the year 1880. In 1881 he was elected
county auditor, serving in said office for three years, then removed
to Columbus, Ohio, having received an appointment to the desk of
corporation clerk in the Secretary of State’s office, under Gen,
James S. Robinson, serving in that capacity four years; upon re-

turning to Sandusky was appointed store keeper of the bonded
warehouse located at Sandusky, serving four years under Hom,
Geo. P. Waldorf, collector of the Tenth revenus district of Ohio.
In 1893 he was again elected county auditor, taking the office in
October, 1894. In politics Mr. McFall is a Republican.

A. E. MERRILL.

Born in Barkhamsted, Litchfield county, Coun., July 24, 1842;
he was educated in public schools, at Williston Seminary, East
Hampton, Mass.; graduated from the medical department of Yale
College in 1866. He resided in Hartford, Conn., until about the
yeatr 1870; coming to Erie county located at Vermillion, Ohio.
TWas mayor of the village of Vermillion for several years; was elected
probate judge of Erie county four successive terms, serving in that
office from February, 1879, to February, 1891. He was admitted
to practice law by the Supreme Court of the state of Ohio in 1876,
and has engaged in the practice of law at Sandusky since leaving
the office of probate judge in 1891.

CHARLES F. MILLER,

The junior member of the well-known firm of Keber & Miller, was
born April 22, 1869, in Baden, Germany. He came to Ohio with
his parents and located at Sandusky in 1880, He received a thor-
ough business education in the Sindusky Business College in 1890,
after which he began business in the grocery line under the firm
name of Keber & Miller. They enjoy one of the largest trades
both of city and country, due to the excellent stock and to the
proprietors themselves.  Mr. Miller is one of the city councilmen,
being elected in 18gs.

JUDGE GRAYSON MILLS.

Born in Sandusky, Erie county, Ohio. After attending the
public schools of his native city, he entered Kenyon College in the
fall of 1870, from which institution he graduated after completing
his course in the year 1874. Upon graduating from Kenyon he
entered the Columbia College Law School in October, 1874.
Taking a full course in the Columbia Law School he graduated
from there in 1876 and was admitted to the bar in the same year.
Having been admitled to practice in the courts of Obio, in the fall
of 1876 ne opened an office in Cincinnati where he followed his
legal profession until 1878, when he returned to Sandusky. In
October, 1880, he was nominated and elected prosecuting attorney
of Erie county. Upon the sudden death of Judge J. L. Dewitt, he
was appointed by Governor James E. Campbell to fill the vacancy
upon the Common Pleas bench of the first sub-division of the
Fourth judicial district of Obio, the district consisting of the
counties of Ecie, Huron, Lucas, Ottawa and Sandusky. Retiring
from the bench he again began the active practice of law, associat-
ing with him as partner W. B_ Starbird, Esq., the firm style being
Mills & Starbird, with offices Nos. 5, 6 and 7 Odd Fellows’ building,
Sandusky. Judge Mills has been [or many years prominently
identified with politics, and was a candidate on the Democratic
ticket for presidential elector from the Thirteenth congressional dis-
trict of Obhio in 18g2.

MILAN BANKING COMPANY.

The Milan Banking company was organized in 1882 and owned
by James C. Lockwood and L. L. Stoddard. Mr. Lockwood
having died in 1840, the bank is now owned and operated by L. L.

Farmer of Milan township, was born in Livingston county, New
York, in 1819 and moved to Ohio in 1835 to the farm on which he
died, November 1, 18g5.

He was married in 1851 to Miss L. Electa Sayles, nf
Milan. To them seven children were born, four sons and three
daughters, Mr. Moore always followed farming.

In 1881 he entered the medical department at Ann
Arbor, Michigan, and remained there f{or two years, completing his
medical education at Cleveland in the Hallbert College, graduating
from there in 1884. Began practicing the same year at Owosso,
Michigan; after remaining there two years moved to Milan in 1888,
and has practiced here since that time. Ile now has as large prac-
tice as could be desired and is meeting with good success.  Mr.
Moore is a enember of the K. of M,

]J. JAMES NEILL,

An independent farmer, was born on the farm where he now resides,
in Margaret township, December 28, 1863. His parents are Wm.
H. Neill and Catherine Shelden Neill; he also is the grandson of
the late Thomas Neill.  James Neill completed his education in
the Sandusky High School and Ohio State University, November
1, 1888, he married Harriet White, daughter of the late E. White.

HEWSON L. PEEKE,

Attorney-at-law, was born at South Bend, Indiana, April 20, 1861,
He graduated from the Chicago High School in 1878 and from
Williams College in 1882, and was admitted to the Ohio bar Janu-
ary 6, 1885, and has practiced ever since at Sandusky, Ohio. He
is attorney for several large corporations, and politically a Frohibi-
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tionist, having been a nominee of that party for the Ohio Supreme
bench in 18g1. He is considered one of the most successful
attorneys in Erie county. On November 8, 1895, he entered into
partnership with W. E. Guerin, Jr., of Columbus, Ohio, the firm
name now being Peeke & Guerin, and its office is 5 Cook’s block.

ARTHUR PHINNEY.

Born March 28, 1837, at Gorham, Maine. He fitted for col-
lege at Philips Acadamy, Andover, Mass., and entered the class of
1864 at Dartmouth in the fall of 1860 as a freshman, but only re-
mained one year, when he decided to go to Yale, which he did at
the beginning of the sophomore year, remaining until he graduated
in 1864. His first appointment was received from Dr. B. A. Gould
of Harvard College, at the head of the scientific department of the
sanitary commission for the collection of statistics, and was sta-
tioned at the naval rendezvous and recruiting station in New York
city until May, 1865, when he was transferred to Alexandria, Va.,
remaining there until August, 1865, when he resigned and removed
to New York., His work was published soon after the war by Dr.
Gould in a volumn of Memoirs of the Sanitary Commission in
August, 1867. Arrived at Sandusky, took charge of the High
School, remaining there until 1870, when he began the study of law
in the office of Homer Goodwin, Esq., spending the winter of 1871
at the law school of Ann Arbor, Mich. Was admitted to the bar
December 3, 1872, by the Ohio Supreme Court of Ohio. In Feb-
ruary, 1873, he entered into partnership with Judge S. F. Taylor
of Sandusky. This partnership was continued until the death of
Judge Taylor, October 1, 1882, Afterwards formed partnership
with W. T. Curran, under the name of Phinney & Curran, which
continued until Apiil, 1889. He practiced alone until February,
1891, forming a partnership with A. E. Merill of Sandusky, this
firm having a very large practice in the county.  Mr. Phinney was
married July 15, 1868, to- Miss Sarah E. Bell of Sandusky. To
this union has been born three children. Mr. Phinney is a member
of the Congregational church and is 2 Republican in politics.

ROLLIN M. RANSOM,

Farmer and dairvman, was born in Margarette township, Ohio, Jan-
nary 6, 1859. He received his education in Ada, Ohio, receiving
thorouch business instruction.  He is engaged in general farming.
His dairy is one of the largest in this section, supplying the citizens
of Sandusky with about five hundred quarts per day. Mr. Ransom
is now one of the present trustees of Margarette township, having
served in this capacity for five years, as also a member of the board
of education. Mrs. Ransom’s maiden name was Miss Grace Neil,
born in Margarette township, October 29, 186g. Was married
October 12, 1886. To this union has been born two chiidren,
Stella and Foster Neil.  Mr. and Mrs. Ransom are-among the first
families of their town.

WM. ROSEKELLY

Is a very respected farmer of Milan, Ohio. He wasborn at Huron,
Erie county, in 1851. His father and mother were natives of Eng-
land, but came to America in 1843 and settled at Huron, Ohio,
where his father resided until his death in 1880. Our subject was
educated in the schools of the county and has followed farming all
his life.

HON. GEORGE REBER.

BBorn at Lancaster, Fairfield county, O,, in 1810. He graduated
from the Ohio University at Athens at the age of twenty, entering
immediately upon the study of law under the tutelage of the Hon.
Thomas Ewing, Sr., afterward first Secretary of the Interior, and
upon his admission to the bar he hegan the practice of his profes-
sion at Lancaster, but shortly afterwards went to Texas, where he
was an eye wilness of many of the stirring scenes incident to the
Texan struggle for independence, which he described in a series of
papers entitled, ** Notes on Texas,”” which was published and at-
tracted wide-spread and faverable comment.  Returning to Ohio
in 1839 he located at Sandusky and established himself in the prac-
tice of law, speedily taking a foremost place at the local bar, which
at that period was one of the strongest.in the West, He conducted
to a successful issue many important cases growing out of the dis-
puted titles to large tracts of land in the ¢ Fire Lands” of the
Western Reserve and accumulated an ample fortune, devoting the
latter years of his life, to the time of his death. which occurred in
1875, to literary pursuits. onc of his works, cntitled «The Christ of
St. Paul,” being a standard authority for scientific and philosopical
study of the New Testament.  Public life possessed no attraction
for him, and although frequently importuned to become a candidate
for oflice, the only public position ever held by him was representa-
tive in the state legislature for one term.  Mr. Reber was twice
married, the first time to Miss Boalt, of Sandusky, and the second
to Mrs. Anna S. Kilbourne, of Columbus: two clli]dr{:n being the
issue of the first marriage and four of the second.

JUDGL EBENEZER B. SADLER,

Another one of Ohio’s prominent lawvers was E. B Sadler, who
was born at Grofton, Massachusetts, November 16, 1808. He was
educated in the common schools of western New York, afterwards
teaching school, reading law in the meantime with the Hon. John
Dickson, of \W. Bloomficld, New York, who was a member of con-
gress.  In 1835 he came to Sandusky and was admitted to the bar
and formed a partnership with F. O. Parish.  In 1844-5 he was
mayor of Sandusky, and in 1847 was appointed judge of the Court
of Common Pleas of the Tenth judicial court, comprising the
counties of Erie, 1luron, Sandusky, Ottawa, Lucas, \\'pqd and
Henry, serving as such until 1852, In 1852 he was the W g can-
didate for congress, In 1866-7 he served as state senator from this
district. \Was appointed postmaster of Sandusky by President
Grant, e was prominently connected with the building of a rail-
road from Dortland, Oregon, and Sacramento, California, and up to
the time of his death was director of several road§ running into
Sandusky. 1le was married in 1843 to Miss LEmily Webb, who
died at Sandusky in 1849. To this union there was one son, C \z\ .
Sadler, now residing at Sandusky. Judge Sadler departed this life
March 25, 1888, A life, that for him needs no praising, but sta.nds
in vivid outline among the ablest and most honorable of mankind,

HENRY SCHOLEPFLE.

Born of German parentage February 12, 1867, in the city of
Sandusky, Ohio, After attending the city schools one year, he re-

moved with his parents to a farm where he worked summers and
attended country school until 1886; after which time he attended the
Ohio Normal University at Ada, Ohio, during the winters from
1886 to 1889, and taught school the following two years. He first
read law with Geodwin, Goodwin & Hull, one year after which time
he atten_ded the Cincinnati Law School of the Cincinnati College,
graduating May, 1892, and since then has been in actual practice
of the law. In 1895 Mr. Schoepfle was elected city solicitor for
two years, having impressed his friends of his uprightness and
capability, and with such impressions has increased an already large
practice. In 1891 he was married to Miss Mamie Rudo]ph-. To
this union has been born two children.

C. SCHLENK.

Born September 21, 1865, at Sandusky, Ohio, he received his
gducation in the common schools. He began the marble business
in 1873 and followed this occupation for twenty years, then thinking
a change desirable, sold out and went into the hotel business,
taking charge of the Schlenk House. In 18g5 he again sold out,
and the same year established his present business. Mr. Schlenk
handles all kinds of marble and granite, having the largest business
in the county.

CHARLES GEORGE SCHIPPEL.

) Born in Sandusky, Ohio, March 26, 1866, and has always
lived there. Is the youngest son of Frederick E. Schippel and
Elizabeth Schippel, #2¢ Von Hausen, two of the oldest and best
known German families of Sandusky, who settled here in the early
forties. His father died when he was about two years of age, and he
has been a source of great comfort to his widowed mother, who has
guarded and directed his efforts in this battle of life. Was educated
in our public schools, and leaving same at the age of fifteen, was
employed as office boy by F. \V. Niederlander, a prominent coal
dealer. Peter F. Gilcher succeeded Mr. Nicderlander in the busi-
ness, with whom he remained until the age of seventeen, when he
was employed by Fred Groch, general manager of the Sandusky
Tug Line, and the well-known coal dealer, as bookkeeper, and
remained with him seven years. Aspiring for a broader field of
promotion, he engaged himself with E, R. Ayres & Co, lumber
dealers, in the same capacity, and remained with them until they
removed to East Saginaw, Mich., which was about a vear. After
their removal he was immediately engaged as traveli'ng salesman
by J. F. Johnson & Co., the leading wholesale lumber dealers of
Sandusky, and alter eighteen months ‘fon the road” he was em-
pioyed in the office of said firm as bookkeeper and confidential
clerk. Was married in 189t to Hetwig Anna, youngest daughter
of Captain Louis Zistel, one of our most prominent and influential
citizens. In the fall of 1884 he was elected county recorder at the
age of twenty-eight, and is the youngest official ever elected in Erie
county. He is the first Republican recorder elected since 1883,
and had a handsome majority of 1,500. For the past six years he
has acted as the Sandusky correspondent of the New York Dramatic
AMirror, which has a national reputation in ‘¢ the profession.” Re-
sides at 745 Central avenue, one of the popular resident centers
and the ¢ Euclid avenue " of Sandusky.

PHILIP H. SCHUELL.

Born in Germany, in province of Germany Nassan, in 1835.
Came to America 'n 1852, and first settled in Huron county, where
he remained one year, then going to Sandusky county, remaining
there for twelve years, and then came to Erie county and located
in Oxford township. Has served as commissioner for over twenty
years in succession, Was married to Miss Mary Sneider, she also
a native of Germany. To thisunion has been born twelve children,
eleven now living, seven sons and five daughters. Mr. and Mrs,

RUSH R. SLOANE

Is one of the best known citizens of the city of Sandusky, Ohio.
He was admitted to the Ohio bar September 17, 1849, and to the
United States Courts in August. 1852. Was for several vears
clerk of Sandusky; was elected judge of the probate court of
Erie county in 1857; was re-elected in 1860; was chairman of the
Ohio Republican stale central committee in 1864 and 1865; was
candidate for Congress on the Democratic (Greeley) ticket in 1872,
Was from 1861, when he resigned his judgeship, until 1866, the
ceneral agent of the postoffice department, appointed by President
Lincoln, with his office at Chicago. From 1866 to 1874 was presi-
dent and general manager of the Cincinnati, Sandusky and Cleve-
land Railroad; was mayor of Sandusky in 1879 and 1880; has done
much to improve Sandusky.

THOMAS M. SLOANE.

Born July 28, 1854 ; graduated {rom Phillips Exeter Acadamy
in June, 1873, and entered Harvard College the same month; grad-
vated from Harvard College in June, 1877; commenced reading
law the following September in the office of H & L. H. Goadwin,
Sandusky, Ohio, and remained there one year; in September, 1878,
entered the law schiool of the University of Michigan at Ann Arbor,
and graduated from there in March, 1880. In the month of May
of the same year he passed his examination before the Supreme
Court of Ohio and was admitted to practice in the courts of the
state, and at once began the practice of his profession in partner-
ship with Hon E. B. King, now a judge of the Circuit Court. This
partnership was dissolved in 1886.
